Remember:  Introductory means coming 
before the subject of the sentence.
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An INFINITIVE is the word TO + the basic form of the verb. 
To run, to jump, to sing, to fly, to sail, to speak.
An INFINITIVE PHRASE is To + basic form of the verb 
with other words to complete the action or thought. If this phrase comes before the subject of a sentence, place a comma after the phrase.
To run the mile 
To fly a plane, 
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Write 5 INFINITIVES and add additional words 
to create your INFINITIVE PHRASES.
USE A COMMA after the phrase and add the rest of the sentence.
